Features of Fundamental Duties

Moral and civic duties:

 The Fundamental Duties encompass both moral and civic obligations. They include
responsibilities such as cherishing the noble ideals of the freedom struggle under
Article 51A (b) (a moral duty) and respecting the Constitution, National Flag, and
National Anthem under Article 51A(a) (a civic duty).

Lack of clarity: Many duties are vague and ambiguous, e.g., “to cherish noble ideals
of the freedom struggle.”
