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1.Faction:- a group within a larger group (किसी बड़े समहू िे भीतर िा छोटा गटु)

Mnemonics:- Fraction

Eg:- Several members of the party who 

disagree with the minister’s practices are 

leaving the organization to start their own 

political faction.

2.Inarticulate:- unable to express feelings clearly (अपनी बात साफ न िह पाने वाला)

Mnemonics:- jo articles ache se nhi bol sakta

Eg:- Whenever the boy was around the girl of 

his dreams, he became inarticulate and was 

unable to speak.
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3.Demography:- the study of human inhabitants and how their populations 

vary over time (जनसंख्या िी बनावट िा वैज्ञाकनि अध्ययन)

Mnemonics:- demo( people ) + graph

Eg:- As the factories closed and people 

relocated, the demography of the town 

changed.
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Eg:- Grandma is very annoyed about 

all the anonymous phone calls she is 

receiving.

4.Anonymous:- bearing no name, With secret identity

(गमुनाम व्यकि कजसिा नाम पता न हो)

Mnemonics:- a+no+name+us
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Eg:- Because he was bitten by a snake, 

they had to give him the antidote so he 

would survive.

5.Antidote:- A remedy to counteract the effects of poison

(ज़हर िे असर िो िाटने वाली दवा)

Mnemonics:- anti = against, Dote = dose
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Eg:- Despite a plenitude of money, the 

oil tycoon lived very economically.

6.Plenitude:- full , complete or abundance of something
(किसी चीज़ िी बहुत अकिि मात्रा)

Mnemonics:- plenty
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7.Benefactor:- someone who helps another person, group, etc by giving 
money (आकथिि मदद िरने वाला दानवीर व्यकि)

Root word:- root word - ben(good) facto (to do)

Eg:- The homeless shelter needs a benefactor to give 

it a sizable donation so it can expand into a larger 

facility.
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8.Quash:- to officially put an end to something (किसी फैसले या कवद्रोह िो िुचल दनेा)

Mnemonics:- crush to ash

Eg:- Police quashed the FIR 

owing to political pressure .
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9.Lurch:- to make a sudden, unsteady movement forward or to one side

(अचानि एि तरफ लड़खड़ा जाना)

Mnemonics:- lurch in a church

Eg:- The man was lurching in the 

Church as he was confused that he 

should confess his sins to the father 

or not.
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10.Heuristic:- enabling someone to learn something by themselves

(अनभुव से खदु सीखने िी कवकि) Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- aur stick karo apne aap solution dhoondo

Eg:- His teaching method is heuristic as he 

lets the students figure out the solution by 

themselves.
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11.Polemics:- the practice or skill of arguing strongly for or against 

something/somebody (किसी कववाद पर तीखी बहस िरना)
Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- politician mic pe polemic (argue) karte hain

Eg:- Her speech was memorable for its 

polemic rather than its substance.
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Eg:- Jawaharlal Nehru was the 

contemporary of Sardar Vallabh 

Bhai Patel.

12.Contemporary:- someone living during the same period as someone else
(एि ही समय िे या समिालीन)
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13.Versatile:- having the ability to do a number/variety of things well

(बहुमखुी प्रकतभा वाला, जो िई िाम िर सिे)

Mnemonics:- jisko various style aati ho voh versatile

Eg:- Randeep hooda is a versatile actor

as he has played a variety of roles perfectly.
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14.Wrangle:- an argument that is complicated and continues over a long 

period of time (लंबे समय ति चलने वाला शोर भरा झगड़ा)

Mnemonics:- Both sisters are in a wrangle for the golden bangle

Eg:- He is currently locked in a bitter 

wrangle with his wife over custody of 

the children.
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15.Ardour:- feelings of great intensity and warmth, eagerness; zeal

(किसी िाम िे प्रकत बहुत गहरा उत्साह) Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- church ke father me religion ko leke ardour tha

Eg:- His ardour for his religion 

has gone out of control now.
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16.Mercenary:- a soldier who will fight for any country or group that offers 

payment (कसफि पैसे िे कलए िाम िरने वाला)

Mnemonics:- Mercy+Na – money dene pe no mercy

Eg:- Several french mercenaries were killed 

by Russia in the ongoing war with ukraine.
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Eg:- The acoustics of the new concert 

hall are excellent.

17.Acoustics:- The scientific study of sound, the qualities or characteristics

of a room, auditorium, stadium (ध्वकन या आवाज़ िे गणुों िा कवज्ञान)
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Eg:- The altruism of the firefighters showed 

through their disregard for their own lives when 

they saved a bunch of people from the fiery 

building.

18.Altruism:- selflessness and humanity towards others (दसूरों िी भलाई िरने िा कसद्ांत)

Mnemonics:- alter = other / all money to trust
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Eg:- Even though he was 

bankrupt, he threw lavish parties .

19.Bankrupt:- unable to pay his debts (परूी तरह कदवाकलया या िंगाल होना)

Mnemonics:- jiska bank account khali ho
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20.Abattoir:- a place where animals are slaughtered for the market.

(पशओु ं िो िाटने िा स्थान या िसाईखाना)
Mnemonics:- buchter

Eg:- The lambs are taken to the 

local abattoir to be slaughtered.
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21.Revamp:- to renovate or improve (किसी चीज़ िो सिुार िर नया रूप दनेा)

Mnemonics:- purani van ko revamp kiya

Eg:- My Dad was always interested 

in old cars, and he would often 

revamp them to be able to drive on 

modern roads.
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22.Plagiarise:- to copy another person’s ideas, words or work and pretend 

that they are your own (किसी और िे िाम या कवचार चरुाना)
Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- play karte hi pta chal rha hai ki ye tune plagiarise ki hai

Eg:- If you compare the two books side 

by side, it is clear that the author of the 

second has plagiarized (from the first).
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23.Epitaph:- the words inscribed on the tomb in the memory of the person

(िब्र पर मतृि िी याद में कलखे शब्द)

Mnemonics:- epic lines on tomb ka pathar

Eg:- His epitaph said a great husband 

and father.
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24.Irascible:- easily provoked to anger; very irritable (बहुत जल्दी गसु्सा हो जाने वाला स्वभाव)

Mnemonics:- can't resist his anger

Eg:- It does not take much to aggravate 

my irascible neighbor who is annoyed 

by any little noise.
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25.Stalwart:- extremely dedicated and loyal supporter who does a lot 

of work for an organization, especially a political party

(बहुत वफादार और मजबतू समथिि)
Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- jo atal rahe chahe war ka time aa jae

Eg:- When the king was accompanied 

by his stalwart bodyguards, he felt safe 

walking among his people.

27.Outlandish:- looking or sounding foreign, bizarre, strange, unfamiliar

(बहुत ही अजीब या कवकचत्र कदखने वाला)

Mnemonics:- out (bahar) + land (area) se
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Eg:- Committing himself to a life of 

celibacy, the priest turned his focus to 

God.

28.Celibacy:- the state of not being married and never having sex, especially 

for religious reasons (अकववाकहत रहने िा व्रत या ब्रह्मचयि)
Aman Sir English

Mnemonics:- 15 saal pe hi keh dia bas mai shadi nhi karunga
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Eg:- It ranks as the sixth largest earthquake 

ever to be recorded by a seismograph.

29.Seismograph:- an equipment that measures and records
the strength of an earthquake (भिंूप िी तीव्रता नापने वाला यंत्र)

Mnemonics:-
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Eg:- To avoid having a relapse, the patient 

should rest and take his medications.

30.Relapse:- to become ill or start behaving badly again, after making an 

improvement (बीमारी या बरुी आदत िा कफर लौटना)

Mnemonics:- re+collapse

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32.Interlude:- a period of time between two events during which something 

different happens (दो घटनाओ ं िे बीच िा छोटा अंतराल)

Mnemonics:- interval me food

Eg:- The show paused for a musical 

interlude which gave us some time to 

stand up and stretch.
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Eg:- When I brought my dog to the park, he 

immediately joined a cluster of other dogs that 

were playing together near the center.

33.Cluster:- a group of similar things that are physically close to one another

(एि ही जगह जड़ुा हुआ चीज़ों िा समहू)

Mnemonics:- cluster of stars
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Eg:- Sachin is the epitome of 

cricketers.

34.Epitome:- a perfect example of something (किसी गणु िा सबसे सटीि उदाहरण)

Mnemonics:- epic + top
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35.Amble:- to walk at a slow relaxed speed (आराम से िीरे-िीरे टहलना)

Root word:- ambul- to walk (slowly)

Eg:- Because Gail is old, he is going to 

amble.
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36.Romp:- to play in an excited and energetic way (उछल-िूद िरते हुए मज़े से खलेना)

Mnemonics:- jump on ramp

Eg:- The two players continued 

to romp around the court as the 

crowd laughed at their exciting 

banter.
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37.Inaudible:- that you cannot hear (इतनी िीमी आवाज़ जो सनुाई न द)े

Mnemonics:- in(not) + audio + ible

Eg:- The teacher’s voice was practically 

inaudible over the voices of the loud 

students.
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Eg:- Surgeons must be very 

punctilious because the actions 

they take could result in fatalities.

38.Punctilious:- showing great attention to detail or correct behavior

(कनयम और कशष्टाचार िा पक्िा पालन िरने वाला)
Mnemonics:- punctilious log aksar punctual hote hain
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Eg:- The boss asked all employees to 

conduct an introspection of their 

sense of worth to the company.

39.Introspection:- the process of examining one’s own thoughts and feelings

(अपने ही कवचारों िा आत्म-कचंतन िरना)

Root word:- intro (inside) + spect (to look)
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Eg:- The teenagers considered

the graffiti they painted on buildings to 

be art.

40.Graffiti:- drawings or writing on a wall, etc. in a public place

(दीवारों पर बनायी गयी कचत्रिारी या कलखावट)

Mnemonics:- graph (write) + it
