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1. Weary :- Feeling or showing extreme tiredness
(बहुत ज्यादा थका हुआ व्यक्ति)

Mnemonics:- jaise cheeze worn out hoti hai insaan 

weary ho jata hai

Eg:- She found Rachel in 

the kitchen, looking old 

and weary.
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2. Ominous :- Giving the worrying impression that something bad is 
going to happen (कुछ बरुा होने का संकेत)

Mnemonics:- ominous feel ho to bolo om namah shivay

Eg:- There were ominous dark 

clouds gathering overhead
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3. Graft :- A piece of a living tissue or plant that is transplanted
surgically (जीक्तित ऊतक या पौधे का एक टुकडा क्तजसे शल्य क्तिक्तकत्सा द्वारा

प्रत्यारोक्तपत क्तकया जाता ह)ै

Mnemonics:- grafting se plant shi grow karte hai

Eg:- Gardeners are certainly 

coming to realise the benefits 

of grafted plants.
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4. Rectify:- Adjust or make right; correct, amend (क्तकसी गलती को सधुारना)

Mnemonics:- re + correctify

Eg:- I did my best to rectify 

the situation, but the damage 

was already done.
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5. Equinox :- equal day and night / either of the two occasions in the 

year when the centre of the sun is directly above the 

Equator, and day and night are approximately equal in 
length (क्तदन और रात बराबर होना) Aman Sir English

Mnemonics- equal night and day

Eg:- The highest spring tides 

of the year occur after the 

equinoxes in March and 

September.
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6. Flora :- the plants of a particular region (क्तकसी क्षेत्र के पेड-पौध)े

Mnemonics- flowers

Eg:- Flora in the Amazon 

region includes over 

7000 types of plants.
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7. Abridgement :- A shortened version of a larger work
(क्तकसी क्तकताब का संक्तक्षप्त रूप)

Mnemonics:- bridge se rasta short

Eg:- An abridgement of the 

book has been published 

for young readers.
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8. Invigilator :- a person whose job is to watch people

taking an exam in order to check that 
they do not cheat (परीक्षा हॉल का क्तनरीक्षक)

Mnemonics:- vigilance/ lense lga ke nigrani karne waAlmaan Sir English

Eg:- The invigilator can not 

give any explanation to the 

content of the exam questions 

unless it is printed illegibly.
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9. Clamour :- A loud appeal or demand (जोरदार मांग या शोर-शराबा)

Eg:- The station was filled with 

the clamour of shouting 

voices and movement.
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10. Philology :- The study of languages (भाषाओ ं के इक्ततहास का अध्ययन)

Root word :- phil + logy

Eg:- For a long time the 

cultivation of Polish philology 

was in a low state, owing to the 

prevalence of Latin in the 17th 

century and French in the 18th.
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11. Acerbic :- Sharp and direct (कडिा या तीखा स्िभाि)

Root word:- acer

Eg:- Your remark was so

acerbic that I can’t forget or 

forgive it.
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12. Constellation :- Series of stars (आकाश में तारों का समहू)

Mnemonics:- collection of stars

Eg:- The Little Bear constellation 

is still used by navigators at sea.
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13. Amateur :- a person who takes part in an activity for pleasure, not 
as a job (शौक के क्तलए काम करनेिाला)

Mnemonics:- amateur se aam taur se jada din koi activity nhi karte

Eg:- She is considered an 

amateur makeup artist so 

she doesn’t get paid.
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14. Negotiator :- One who mediates in a deal or
complex situation (समझौता कराने िाला व्यक्ति)

Eg:- The best negotiator makes 

both sides feel like winners.

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16. Nostalgia:- An excessively intense desire for returning to past or

nostalgia

Eg:- If my brother sees the family 

pictures and videos, nostalgia 

may help him regain his memory.
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17. Matricide :- The act of killing one’s mother (अपनी ही माता की हत्या)

Root word - matr(mother) + cide (killing)

Eg:- As a punishment for 

matricide , he was sent 

to jail for 20 years.
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18. Ablutions :- The act of washing oneself (धाक्तमिक स्नान या शकु्ति)

Mnemonics:- holy solution se kiya ablution

Eg:- Ablution is part of some 

religious ceremonies.
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19. Legacy :-  the long-lasting impact of particular events, 

actions, etc. that took place in the past, or of a 

person’s life.

Mnemonics :- purane logon se milti hai legacy

Eg:- Though his family history 

was full of violence, he was 

determined to make his own 

legacy.
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20. Legacy :- an amount of money or property left to 
someone in a will. (पिूिजों से क्तमली क्तिरासत)

Eg:- My grandmother died and 

unexpectedly left me a big legacy
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21. Islet :- A small island (नदी या समदु्र में टाप)ू

Eg:- Across from the bay, 

beyond a narrow stretch of 

water, was a small island, 

an islet, rather.
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22. Hangar :- A large building with an extensive floor
area, typically for housing aircraft (हिाई जहाज रखने की जगह)

Eg:- The plane left the hangar 

and moved slowly towards the 

runway.
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23. Kennel :- A small shelter for a dog (कुत्ते के रहने का घर)

Eg:- The bull-dog lay 

stretched on the straw 

outside his kennel.
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24. Aborigines :- a person, animal, or plant that has been in a country or 
region from earliest times (क्तकसी दशे के मलू क्तनिासी)

Mnemonics:- original nivasi

Eg:- Many aborigines died 

when they came into contact 

with diseases.
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25. Tenacious:- Holding on to something or keeping an opinion 
with determination (अपने इरादे पर अटल रहना)

Mnemonics:- tennis elbow injury ke bawjood

khelne ke liye tenacious

Eg:- She has been described 

by former co-workers as 

tenacious, humane, passionate 

and at times thin- skinned.
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26. Absolution :- Formal forgiveness of a person’s sins (पापों या दोष से मकु्ति)

Mnemonics:- 100 saal se sja kaat rha hai ab absolution de do

Eg:- The priest would hear 

confessions and give 

absolution for sins."

.
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27. Hyperbole :- An exaggerated statement not to be taken 
seriously or literally (बात को बहुत बढ़ाकर कहना)

Mnemonics:- hyper (more - badha chadha ke) + bole
Aman Sir English

Eg:- It was not hyperbole to 

call it the worst storm in 

twenty years.
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28. Overlook :- Fail to notice; ignore; condone
(an offence etc.) (अनदखेा करना या ऊपर से दखेना)

Mnemonics:- over (upar se / bypass) + look

Eg:- She was generous enough to 

overlook my little mistake.
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29. Mortuary :- A room where dead bodies are
kept until burial (शिों को रखने का स्थान)

Mnemonics :- murdaghar

Eg:- Bodies left at the 

mortuary were eventually 

placed in unmarked graves 

outside of the funeral home.
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30. Defamation :- The action of damaging the good
reputation of someone (क्तकसी की मानहाक्तन करना)

Mnemonics:- de + fame

Eg:- She sued the magazine 

for defamation of her character.
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31. Animosity :- a strong feeling of opposition, anger or hatred
(गहरी दशु्मनी या बैर भाि)

Mnemonics:- enemy ke liye mann me animosity

Eg:- During the match, the 

animosity between the two 

wrestlers was obvious.
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32. Infanticide :- Murder of an infant (क्तशशु की हत्या करने का पाप)

Root word :- infant + cide

Eg:- There is a very widespread 

and accepted practice of 

infanticide in most countries
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33. Sanguinary :- A battle or anything involving or causing much 
bloodshed (खनू-खराबे से भरा हुआ)

Mnemonics:- nar sanghar

Eg:- kalinga war was very 

violent, turbulent and 

sanguinary.
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34. Credible :- Able to be believed or trusted (भरोसा करने योग्य बात)

Root word :- cred (belief)

Eg :- As a member of the jury, I 

didn’t find the witness testimony 

credible so I disregarded it.
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35. FUGITIVE :- Someone who flees from prison and

custody someone who is sought by law 
officer (काननू से भागा हुआ अपराधी)

Mnemonics- faujion ko tv pe dikhai gyi fugitive ki phoAmtoan Sir English

Eg:- Because the fugitive doesn’t 

want to be seen, he rarely leaves 

his secluded cabin.
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36. Alliteration :- Words that begin with the same letter, syllable or 
sound (शब्दों के अनपु्रास का अलंकार)

Mnemonics- all + iteration( repetition)

Eg:- 'Round the rugged

rocks the ragged rascal ran’ 

uses alliteration.
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37. Remorse :- Having a feeling of guilt (क्तकए पर बहुत पछतािा होना)

Mnemonics:- re marne ke baad remorse to hua hoga

Eg:- He was filled with 

remorse for having refused 

to visit his dying father.
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38. Iconoclast :- One who is breaker of images
and tradition (स्थाक्तपत परंपराओ ं को तोडने िाला)

Mnemonics :- icon + blast

Eg:- The church leader was deemed 

an iconoclast when he spoke out

against his religion’s views.
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39. Gourmet :- Who loves good food and knows a
lot about it (अच्छे भोजन का पारखी)

Mnemonics :- gourmet ne kha gudd me aur acha bnega

Eg:- A gourmet like him always 

eats in expensive restaurants.
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40. Bilingual :- Able to use two languages equally well
(दो भाषाएं बोलने िाला व्यक्ति)

Mnemonics:- bi (two) + languages

Eg:- As a bilingual, Rajat hopes 

that his children will also master 

a second language.
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41. Surrender :- To give up completely or agree to forgo, 
especially in favour of another (दशु्मन के आगे हार मानना)

Eg:- As part of the peace deal 

they had to surrender their 

weapons.
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42. Feasible :- Something that is capable of being
Accomplished (जो काम करना संभि हो)

Mnemonics:- possible

Eg:- It's perfectly feasible to 

produce electricity without 

creating pollution.
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43. Botany :- The scientific study of plants and their
structure (पेड-पौधों का िैज्ञाक्तनक अध्ययन)

Eg:- A walk in the woods 

with his son became a lesson 

in botany.
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44. Exit poll :- A poll taken of voters leaving the

voting place that is usually used for 
predicting the winners (मतदान के बाद का सिे)

Eg:- Exit polls suggest a big 

BJP majority, but the true 

picture will only be known 

after the count.
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45. Testimonial :- A formal statement testifying to someone’s 
character and qualifications (योग्यता का प्रमाण पत्र)

Mnemonics:- test pass karne walo bacho ne diye testimonials

Eg:- She sent a testimonial 

from her former employer 

when applying for the post.
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46. Tiny :- Something that is very small/little (आकार में बहुत ही छोटा)

Eg:- The baby gripped my 

finger with her tiny hand.
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
