one who settled in other

a person seeking protection 

in another country

pursuing pleasure, 

especially in reference to 

food or comfort 

Recurrent (बार-बार होन ेवाली घटना) 

happening or recurring 

time after time 

Chastise (कडी सजा या दुंड दनेा) to criticize 

someone severely 

Scoff (मजाक उडाना या ठट्ठा मारना)  

to sneer or laugh with 

scorn 

Purr (लबल्ली की सुंतोषभरी आवाज़) 

a low vibrating sound, 

usually made by a cat or a 

vehicle 

Quorum (सभा हेत  न्यूनतम सदस्य सुंख्या) 

minimum people needed 

for a meeting 

Obsolete (प राना या अब अप्रचललत चीज़) 

no longer of use 

Invoice (सामान का लबल या रसीद) 

Detail list of goods 

dispatched with quantity 

and price to the purchaser. 

Ledger (लहसाब-लकताब रखन ेका म ख्य 

बहीखाता)  a journal used to 

keep track of MONEY 

Maiden-

speech 

(लकसी का पहला सावयजलनक भाषण) 

The first public speech 

delivered by a person 

Behemoth (अत्यलिक लवशालकाय चीज़ या जीव) 

Something of Monstrous 

size or power 

Multitasking (एक सार्थ कई काम करना) 

an ability to do several 

things at the same time 

Mythomania (झठू बोलने की मानलसक बीमारी) 

The compulsion to tell lies 

Hypocrite (ढोंगी या पाखुंडी इुंसान) 

a person who puts on a 

false appearance of virtue 

or religion.  

Vegan (पश  उत्पादों से दरू रहनेवाला) 

a person who does not eat 

or use animal products 

Sinner (पाप करने वाला पापी व्यलि) 

a person who does things 

that are wrong or immoral 

according to religious law 

Laudable (प्रशुंसा के योग्य नेक काम) 

deserving to be praised or 

admired 

Epidemic (बडे क्षेत्र में फैली महामारी) 

a disease that is widespread 

and affects many people in

lasting for a very short 

time. 

Overwhelm (अत्यलिक भावना से भर जाना) 

to have a strong emotional 

effect on. 

Reluctant (लकसी काम में अलनच्छ क होना) 

unwilling; not wanting to 

take some action 

Herbivore (लसफय  शाक-सब्जी खान ेवाला जीव) 

an animal that eats only 

plants 

Magnificent (बहुत ही शानदार और भव्य) 

Extremely beautiful, 

elaborate or impressive 

Pergola (लताओुं से ढका हुआ रास्ता) 

an arch or a structure with 

a roof over which climbing 

plants can be grown. 

Omnipotent (सबसे शलिशाली या सवयशलिमान) 

having virtually unlimited 

power or influence 

Archives (प राने ऐलतहालसक दस्तावेजों का सुंग्रह) 

the place where public, 

government or historical 

records are kept 

Posthumous 

Publication 

(लेखक की मतृ्य  बाद प्रकाशन)  

A book published after 

author’s death 

Diagnosis (रोग के लक्षणों की पहचान)  

the identification of an 

illness or other problem by 

examination of the 

symptoms 

Mendicant (लभक्षा माुंगकर जीने वाला साि ) one 

who goes from palace to 

place, begging 

Limelight (चचाय या आकषयण का कें द्र) 

center of public attention 

Glutton (बहुत ज्यादा खान ेवाला पेटू) 

A person who eats to much 

Kleptomania (चोरी करने की मानलसक बीमारी) 

the psychological urge to 

steal, not for gain or profit 

Coerce (जबरदस्ती या बल प्रयोग करना)  

to persuade someone 

forcefully to do something 

that they are unwilling to 

do 

Tricky (कलठन या चालाकी भरा काम) to be 

complicated or complex 

Trousseau (द ल्हन के कपडों का सुंग्रह)  

the clothes collected by a 

bride for her marriage 

Garrulous (बहुत ज्यादा बातें करने वाला) overly 

talkative and chatty, mostly 

about unimportant things 

Voracious (बहुत लालची या बहुत भखूा) having 

a large appetite; greedy 

Curious (क छ जानने के ललए उत्स क) eager to
